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Your ceilings should have a minimum of six inches of quality,
thermal insulation. In the average home, about one-third of
heat loss occurs through ceilings. Heated air seeps through
ceilings into the attic because of gaps in drywall and around
hatches, light fixtures, pipes and chimneys. Warm air in an
attic can cause moisture problems and result in ice dams
forming on the roof. An ice dam is a buildup of ice that
prevents melting snow from draining off the roof.
